2. Minutes  It was agreed that the circulated minutes of the Council Meeting held 
on 18th October 2004 were a true record.  

 

3. Matters arising North Weald has come under threat of redevelopment. This venue 
has been used for motor sport for many years and its loss would be 
a tragedy. All Clubs and local Associations are urged to raise 
objections to the development plans. 
Chris Deal has set up a “fighting fund” and it was agreed that the 
LCAMC would make a £100 contribution to this.

5. Chair’s report The MSA has circulated a draft “Child Protection Policy” for use by 
all aspects of motor sport. The Chair has had a good deal of 
experience in this field and offered to help the MSA formulate the 
policy. This offer was not taken up. The draft policy that has 
appeared is completely over the top and is very onerous on 
organisers/motor clubs, etc. Its structure is such that it actually 
suggests that motor sport has a problem in this area. It was agreed 
that the Chair will research the matter and draft a report to the MSA. 

 

6. Secretary’s 
report 

The Association had received the usual collection of minutes, 
magazines and newsletters from member clubs. This was available 
for any one who wanted to see it. 
The Association has received its 2005 certification from the MSA 

 

7. Treasurer’s 
report 

The accounts for 2004 are attached to these minutes. These were 
adopted by the meeting. 

 
 

8. Championship 
Reports 

  

A) Sprint Gerry Cannon noted that he has the results for 2004 and the award 
winners should be finalised in the next 2 weeks. The Treasurer of 
the RAF Motorsports Association is a possibility to take over 
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administration of the Sprint Championship. A 2005 Championship 
application will be sent to the MSA shortly.  
Combination of the LCAMC and AEMC sprint championships is 
under discussion for 2006, but they will remain separate for 2005. 
New regulations have been drafted for the 2005 championship. They 
should be finalised within the next few weeks.

B) Stage Rally 1 set of results are required for the 2004 championship and are on 
their way. A Multi-Use championship registration has been received 
from the MSA for 2005. The 2005 calendar has 14 events, the first of 
which has already taken place at Oakington, albeit with only 32 
starters 

 

C) Road Rally 2 crews from the LCAMC + a “Guest” crew took part in the Inter 
Association Road Rally. They finished 3rd, 10th and 18th, resulting in 
a 5th place for the overall team award.

E) Autocross No report available. It has been suggested that Nick Ayre may not 
run an ASEMC/LCAMC championship this year.

10. Items For Next 
Regional 
Committee Meeting 

The next Regional Committee meeting is 18/05/05. The matters that 
are of concern to the LCAMC are as follows: 

a) Frequency of meetings – the 2 meetings per year do not 
permit the Regional Associations to act effectively as 
“checks and balances” to proposed new regulations. Either 
the MSA  must agree a way in which this can be achieved 
with the current number of meetings or there must be more 
meetings. 

b) The MSA web-site fixture list now has provision for Clubs 
and Organisers to change the dates of their events. There 
is no facility for Regional Associations to be notified of such 
changes and not even a warning that Organisers should 
ensure that this is done. Can the MSA modify the web site 
to provide such notifications?  

c) One-off vehicle conversions for Stage Rallying. The recent 
MSA reinterpretation of the Blue Book rules quite clearly 
outlaws space frames and motorcycle engines. Where does 
this leave “production” shells that are converted on a one 
off basis, i.e. front wheel drive shells being converted to 
rear wheel drive? 

 

11. AOB The situation regarding the MSA’s “reinterpretation” of Blue Book 
rules regarding “specials” in stage rallies is causing concern and 
confusion. More than one competitor has had the legality of their 
vehicle questioned, despite having an existing Rally Car Log Book. 
Also the position of one-off conversions of production shells is 
unclear. This needs clarification from the MSA.
